Steps in the process:

1.
Assemble in your base group.

2.  
Discuss page 9 from the textbook on Jigsaw Strategy.  Make sure everyone 


understands the process.

3. 
Distribute the four reading assignments—


1.  Sensory memory


2.  Short-term Memory


3.  Long-term Memory I

4.  Long-term Memory II

4.  
Each person will then pair with a person with the same reading material 

from another group to learn the material and plan ways to teach to the base group.

This person is your jigsaw partner.  (Since time management is so important,

plan to spend no more than 40 minutes with your jigsaw partner.)

5.  
When you and your jigsaw partner are ready, return to your base group (if everyone else is ready) and prepare to teach the material to your base group members.  If others are not finished, consult with other jigsaw partners who have the same material, sharing strategies for teaching and borrowing from each others’ ideas.

6.       When you return to your base group, make sure that a sheriff and a checker are assigned.
